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414. PHY SICAL EXAMINATION

1. Purpose In order to certify the fitness of employeesto discharge efficiently the duties they
will be performing and to protect the health of students and staff from transmission
of communicable diseases, physical examinations of al professional employees will
be required prior to beginning employment.

2. Definition A physical examination shall mean a general examination conducted by alicensed
physician.

3. Authority After receiving an offer of employment but prior to beginning employment, all
