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2. Prepare adistrict map or schedule indicating each bus stop and bus route.

3. Maintain records and make required reports regarding school transportation.

4. Promulgate rules governing student conduct during transport; such rules shall be
binding on all students transported by the district.

The transportation program shall be monitored by the building principal and
Transportation Coordinator daily and shall be subjected to periodic evaluations, as
necessary. An overall evaluation shall be conducted by the Transportation
Coordinator and a summary report shall be submitted to the Superintendent or
designee.

Specia Uses Of Buses

The Board shall, at district expense, provide bus transportation for school-sponsored
activities.

Sudent Spectator Bus Trips -

School buses may be used to transport student spectators and chaperones to various
interschool functions. The district shall be reimbursed the actual costs for the trip
involved, as determined by the Department of Transportation.

Educational Field Trips-

Transportation for field trips may be furnished at district expense or on a cost-
sharing basisto PTA groups, as determined by the building principal and appropriate
central office designee. Approval for afield trip shall be based on its educational
value as it supports the established objectives of the district curriculum.

Other Special Uses -

School buses may be used by the municipal recreation boards of the school district,
at no cost, upon approval of the appropriate central office designee.

School buses shall not be rented to any community organizations, except in
accordance with this policy.
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School Bus Safety Program

The safety and welfare of students shall be the first consideration in al matters
pertaining to transportation. Emergency evacuation drills shall be conducted in
accordance with law and at the direction of the Transportation Coordinator to
thoroughly acquaint students with procedures in emergency situations.

All vehicles used to transport students shall be maintained in a condition that
provides safe and efficient transportation service with minimum delays and
disruption of service due to mechanical or equipment failure. Buses shall be replaced
at such intervals so as to provide good equipment at all times.
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
